Welcome to the first Baltic Championship of Hairdressers and Beauty Professionals,
where the artistry of hairdressing and beauty is celebrated on a Baltic scale. A clear
understanding of the conditions will not only help you complete your competition
work in accordance with the competition standards, but will also allow you to reach
your full potential. Remember, preparation is the key to success. You are taking
another step towards a memorable and rewarding experience in the world of
hairdressing. We wish you good luck and look forward to seeing your creativity and
talent.

Competition rules:

Participants must register by filling out an application form on the website
www.hairstylingfestival.com. Registration can also be carried out by a national
association, in which case participants receive a 20% discount on the participation
fee for the selected categories if they are members of that association. After
registration, the organizer will send each national association a complete list of
participants registered from that country. Contestants who have submitted an
application must register at the accreditation stand near Gate 5 (to the right of the
central entrance) starting at 10 a.m. on October 30, receive 3-day passes for
themselves, their assistants, and models, as well as the competition schedule, and
view the location of the competition area, dressing rooms, and hair washing stations.
Accreditation can also be obtained on the day of the competition, but no later than 40
minutes before the start. On the day of the competition, dressing rooms and hair
washing stations are available from 10:00 a.m. Twenty minutes before the start,
participants register at the competition venue and, according to the electronic draw,
receive their envelope with the number of their competition workstation. The Juniors
subgroup consists of novice hairdressers, aged 16 to 23, not including their 24th
birthday. The Seniors subgroup consists of contestants aged 24 and older. The
Juniors and Seniors subgroups are evaluated separately. Each participant is
provided with one power outlet (max. 2000 W). The use of multiple adapters is not
permitted. Participants must check the voltage in the host country (220 W) before the
competition. There is a special area for washing hair in the competition hall,
equipped with sinks. Competitors must bring their own shampoo, conditioner, and
towel. There are no electrical outlets or mirrors in the dressing rooms. Tools or other
items may not be left on the table after the competition. In some competitions, hair
extensions may be used to add volume, length, or contrasting color, which must be
done in advance.

The judging panel for each competition consists of at least three members. Each



participating country's association may nominate one member of the judging panel
for each category, whose evaluation of participants from his or her country is
replaced by an average score. In order to ensure fair competition, judges are not
allowed to evaluate nominations in which anyone working with a member of the jury
(barbershop, salon, hairdresser) participates.

Failure to comply with the competition rules will result in penalties imposed in
accordance with the current penalty points table. Participants will be informed of their
penalty points through the results list. Participants may be disqualified if they change
their assigned mirror numbers with other participants.

The title of Baltic Champion is awarded in individual and team competitions in each
category. Based on the results of the competition, a team is automatically selected,
with the top 5 participants from each country forming the national team in each
category in the Senior and Junior subgroups. The Baltic Team Cup is awarded to the
presidents of the countries' organizations. The Baltic Cup belongs to the national
organization of the winning country. The five team members will receive individual
team medals.

The first places in the individual standings in each category receive the Baltic Cup
and the title of Baltic Champion, the 2nd and 3rd places receive medals, and the 4th
to 7th places are considered finalists and receive a diploma indicating their place.
Each registered participant also receives an electronic diploma of participation.

All registered national coaches and jury members will receive a Certificate of
Recognition. The coach whose team wins the Baltic Team Championship in their
category will receive the “Baltic Best Coach Cup.” Registered coaches of their
national teams or individual participants will join on stage in case of victory for the
award ceremony.

Participants may compete either for their country of residence or for their country of
origin — this is indicated in the application form. By signing the application form,
participants automatically agree that their creative works presented on the head of a
model or mannequin in the competition arena, as well as photographs taken after
evaluation by the jury and presented in online competitions, become the property
and copyright of the organizer.

The host country/company organizing the exhibition shall not be liable for any
damages. The organizer reserves the right to cancel or postpone any competition at
its discretion. If the organizer cancels the competition, it will refund the registration
fee. Participants who cancel their participation after the deadline, are late for



registration, or are late for the start of their competition category will lose their right to
participate in that category, along with their competition fee.

Participants are responsible for finding their own models for the competition. Models
are not allowed to assist participants in creating hairstyles (e.g., drying hair, touching
hair, etc.). During the jury's walk-through, models must sit or stand facing the mirror,
and mannequins must be secured on stands facing the mirror. Model/mannequin
dress code: no signs, logos, designer names, glasses, or cigarettes are allowed.
Men's clothing must be masculine in appearance. Full-body mannequins are
prohibited. Participants may use mannequin heads from any manufacturer. The
model or mannequin head is placed at the competition venue with the mirror number
according to the draw. At the end of the jury's work, the model parades on the
catwalk, demonstrating the created image. To show the competition work on the
mannequin head, the participant brings it to the stage. Participants may bring their
own musical accompaniment on a compact disc (CD) or USB drive, indicating the
authors and performers. If no music is provided, the fashion show will be
accompanied by music selected by the organizer.

If fewer than three participants are registered for the competition, contestants are
invited to participate in other competition categories, or they may participate in HAIR
RING, but without being evaluated by the jury, and receive a certificate of
participation in the competition (without being awarded a place).
